Timed to help frame discus-
sions at COP 26, the goal of the
Epson Climate Reality Barom-
eter is to raise greater public
awareness of dimate change
impacts, influence transfor-
mative business decisions, and
better inform policy makers.
Reality deficit: Optimism vs
evidence. When questioned
about their views on human-
ity's ability to avert a climate
crisis within their lifetimes,
almost three In four (73.4%)
of people surveyed in India as
part of the Epson Climate Re-
ality Barometer, state they are
“very" or “somewhat” optimis-
tic, while just one in 10 (11.4%)
claim 1o be very or somewhat

pessimistic.
This significantly ~outweighs
the global trend, with close

to half of the respondents
worldwide (46%) stating that
they are optimistic and 27%
expressing pessimism in this
regard.
